Economic Development

The strength of Hervey Bay’s economy is determined largely by the natural attractiveness of the 
region, lifestyle, the influx of both visitors and permanent residents, investors and marine resources.

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For holiday rentals, an excellent furniture package is available costing $16,000. 

The rental returns projected for the development indicate holiday rental returns 
averaging between 7-8% (which includes the cost of the furniture package) based 
on a conservative annual occupancy rate of just 52%.
